1. Applicants must be a Church Member or a child of a Church Member, or be a resident of Temple being sponsored by a Church Member.
2. Applicants must be attending a post high school institution of higher education.
3. Applicants must complete application and submit by May 15th. Applicants will receive notice of acceptance and amount of award by mid-August.  
4. To receive award, applicants must send a copy of his/her transcript verifying institution and academic average of C or better for the first semester to the Scholarship Committee.  This transcript must be postmarked no later than December 31st of that year.  
5. Scholarships will be awarded at a Sunday Church service in early January.  It is our hope that awardees will attend, however the scholarship may be accepted by a family member if necessary. 
6. Applicants are to understand that scholarships are up to the discretion of the Committee and will vary.
7. Applicants must apply annually, however previous recipients will be considered first in the application process, providing above criteria is met.
